Specifications

LEAD LINE - Judged on appointments and position. Riders may not cross enter. 
Year end prizes awarded on attendance.
PRE SHORT STIRRUP - Open only to Junior member who will not be showing in 
any canter class. Up to four fences at 18”.
SHORT STIRRUP -  HUNTER DIVISION -  Open to Junior members who have 
not reached their 13th birthday as of December 1st of the current show year. The only 
other VHSA division riders and horses may enter is Pleasure.. Four fences: 18”.
PLEASURE PONY - Open to all Junior members on ponies.
NOVICE EQUITATION - Open to Junior and Amateur riders showing in classes 
with fences heights of 2’ or lower. Fences: 18” or 2’. Division may be split between 
the two heights if entries warrant. Rider may only jump one height per day in this 
division or will be disqualified.
STUDENT HUNTER - Open to Juniors or Amateurs on horses or ponies. To jump 
a course of 6 fences of 2’ or 2’3”.
CHILDREN’S  PONY  - Open to ponies ridden by Junior members who have not 
reached their 18th birthday by 12/1 of current show year. Fences: 2’3” 2’6”.
GRHSA/VHSA  ASSOCIATE  PONY  EQUITATION -  Open  to  GRHSA  and 
associate Junior members who have not reached their 18th birthday by 12/1 of the 
current show year. Judged on hands, seat, control. At least one quarter of riders must 
return on the flat. Fences: Small - 2’, Medium - 2’3” & Large - 2’6”.
PLEASURE HORSE - Open to all horses. Junior & Senior may be split.
SPECIAL HUNTER - Open to horses and ponies. Adults may ride ponies. 
Fences: 2’ or 2’6”.
BABY GREEN HUNTER - Open to horses and ponies in their 1st or 2nd year of 
showing. Adults may ride ponies. Fences: 2’.
GREEN PONY/HORSE - Open to juniors on ponies in their first year of showing 
at or above designated heights and horses in their first or second year of showing 
over fences at or above 2’6”. Fences: Small - 2’, Medium - 2’3”, Large and Horses - 
2’6”.  Class may be split if entries warrant.
OPEN HUNTER - Open to all horses. Fences: 2’6” or 3’.
CHILDREN’S/ADULT HUNTER - Open to Juniors/Adult Amateurs and Horses 
only. May be split at show manager’s discretion. Fences: 2’6” or 3’.
GRHSA/VHSA ASSOCIATE CHILDREN’S/ADULT EQUITATION - Same as 
GRHSA/VHSA Associate  Pony Equitation except it  is  open to  horses  ridden by 
Juniors or Adult Amateurs. Class may be split if entries warrant. Fences: 2’6” or 3’.
CALIFORNIA WARM UP - Please inform the in-gate attendant that your first trip 
in the ring is a warm-up and not to be judged. You must register for the California 
Warm Up when you pick up your number. May only be requested once per show for 
afternoon classes only.
